Sopwith Pup

A U.K designed plane, the Sopwith Pup was famed aircraft designer Thomas
Sopwith’s first single-seat fighter. After a series of successful tests, The Royal
Flying Corps (U.K) ordered their first Pups in April 1916 with the Royal Naval Air
Service (U.K.) following suit in June. Deliveries to the two services began in
September and November 1916 respectively.

During the First World War, Pups operated through the thick of the fighting in 1917
then were gradually withdrawn to become trainers. Four companies manufactured
1 575 Pups before production stopped in October 1918. The Royal Naval Air
Service employed Pups to pioneer the use of floating vessels as a base for flying
operations.
